Eligibility

Awards
A $1,000 scholarship will be awarded annually to a Denmark resident who is graduating from high school.  The scholarship award will be presented to a student who is in good academic standing and has a documented history of public service to their community
Administration
Awards are paid in December for the spring semester of study and will be made payable to the school for the benefit of the student.  All applications must be postmarked no later than April 15.
