Guidelines 

History and Purpose
The Hibbard Family Scholarship Fund was established by Irving E. and Nancy W. Hibbard to honor their children, Julie and Stephen, both of whom graduated from Portland High School.
Eligibility
Graduates of Portland High School pursuing post-secondary education. 

One award supports those who are pursuing post-secondary education at a four-year liberal arts college or university. Eligible applicants are students who are passionate life-long learners who are able to articulate their demonstrated love of learning in the essay submitted with their application.  They must have achieved a GPA of 88 or higher during their tenure at Portland High School.

One award supports graduates of Portland High School who are pursuing post-secondary education at Southern Maine Community College and who plan to major in the building trades.  Eligible applicants must have achieved a GPA of 80 or higher during their tenure at Portland High School
Awards
The fund will provide two scholarships, both of which are renewable:

One in support of graduates of Portland High School who are pursuing post-secondary education at a four-year liberal arts college or university.  The scholarship is available to graduating seniors and is renewable for each post-graduate year.  Portland High School graduates already attending college are also eligible.

One in support of graduates of Portland High School who are pursuing post-secondary education at Southern Maine Community College and who plan to major in the building trades.  The scholarship is available to graduating seniors and is renewable for each post-graduate year.  Portland High School graduates already attending SMCC are also eligible.

Applications and materials must be sent to Portland High School Guidance Office. All applications must be postmarked no later than April 16. Incomplete applications or those postmarked after this date will not be processed. All information received from applicants will be treated as confidential.
